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Proprietor and winemaker Russell P. From began Herman Story Wines in 2001 with 7 barrels 
stashed in his employer’s cellar. What started as a modest homage to his rancher grandfather has 
become a beacon to those seeking opulent, structured Syrah and Grenache. To maintain 
balance while giving �avor full stage, Russell works with 30 top-tier vineyards in over 7 distinct 
growing regions between Santa Barbara and Paso Robles. �ese are no nonsense, balls to the 
walls wines that are not for the faint of heart or the pinky raising set.

Let the black currant ri�s and 
white pepper bass grooves �ood the room, the 
nights you spent practicing and peeling out in the 
black Trans Am. �e thyme and leather drum solo 
takes you back, when it all came together on a grad 
party makeshift stage, a yard full of grilled meat 
and whiskey colas, raving fans and power ballads. 
�e next day everyone would go their separate 
ways, but for that one night, you had it all.

First produced in 2011 as a blend of Syrah and
Grenache from a vineyard that Russell P. From had 
under contract for a single year, One Hit Wonder 
is reserved for those rare wines that soar to the top
of the charts in the cellar. �e 2013 vintage was the 
�rst single varietal Mourvédre Herman Story has 
released, the 2019 is the second - all from Paso 
Robles fruit.
